• The Antelope View Charter School shall comply with the Public Records Act. 

• The Antelope View Charter School shall comply with the Family Educational 
Rights & Privacy Act. 

 

Introduction 
 

ntelope View Charter School (the “School”) will educate students who reside in 
Sacramento and neighboring counties and are in grades 6-12.  The School will be 
committed to academic excellence focused on content literacy, character education, 
technological skills, and career development. The School site staff believes data-driven 

decision making and adult attention focused on individual student learning needs increases 
middle school and high school student success. 
 
The School will emphasize high expectations for academic achievement where students will be 
immersed in a rigorous, personalized site-based and teacher supervised independent study 
learning program.  The program will include interdisciplinary liberal arts site-based instruction 
for core content areas, tailored individualized instruction based on data representing multiple 
measures of student achievement, supervised by a consulting teacher, small group learning for 
targeted remediation and acceleration, local community college access and parent supported 
independent study. 
 
An addendum to the original charter in the 2006-2007 year formally documented the intention of 
the school to specialize in serving grades 6-12.  A consulting teacher with a typical caseload of 
20 will supervise individual students and work with parents and other teachers to monitor, 
support, and report on student progress and learning needs.  The school will require students to 
enroll in integrated core curriculum based on grade level California Content Standards. All 
students will enroll in coordinated site-based programs:  
 

1. Humanities, which integrate Language Arts, and Social Sciences, and 
2. Analytical Skills, which will integrate Math and Science. 

 
Students requiring additional support will be assigned site-based remedial instruction: 
 

1. Any student who has not demonstrated grade level proficiency on the California 
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STAR/CAT6 assessments will be assigned supplementary site-based courses and/or 
tutoring in core skills.   

2. High School students who have not passed the California High School Exit Exam 
(CAHSEE) after the 10th grade initial assessment will be assigned site-based courses 
designed to target the specific requirements of the CAHSEE in English and/or Math.   

3. English Language Learners who do not appear to be making adequate progress in 
language acquisition or academic competency as determined by assessment with the 
California English Language Development Test (CELDT) and assessment including 
California Standards Based Testing (CST) will be assigned site-based remediation. 

 
Students may enroll in other site-based elective courses such as Junior Great Books, Reading 
Circles, Spanish, Drama, Traditional Art, Digital Art, and Regional Occupation Programs (ROP). 
Students may also elect to enroll in local community colleges with the permission of parents, 
consulting teachers, and under the supervision of site counselors. 
 
All 12th grader students must enroll in a Senior Project semester course focused on career 
exploration and which is designed to prepare students for transition to post-secondary activities.  
This course includes a researched career portfolio and Power Point presentation, in which 
research, interviews and direct experiences related to a career option are presented.  The focus of 
this course will be on a career area approved by the teacher and parents. Senior presentations are 
a forum for the community to verify student mastery of the school, district, and state 
performance standards and for students to demonstrate real life learning experiences. 

 

Educational Program 
 
Governing Law: A description of the educational program of the school, designed, among other 

things, to identify those whom the school is attempting to educate, what it means to be an 

“educated person” in the 21st century, and how learning best occurs. The goals identified in that 

program shall include the objective of enabling pupils to become self-motivated, competent, and 

lifelong learners. --California Education Code Section 47605(b) (5) (A) 

 
Overview of the Educational Program 

 
Antelope View Charter School will provide students and parents with expanded choices in 
educational opportunities for students who reside within or outside of the Center Unified School 
District (CUSD) by creating an innovative, interdisciplinary educational program focused on the 
following goals: 
 

o To prepare students with the subject knowledge, skills, and understandings to become 
aware of the world around them 

o To  develop the personal skills students need to take an active part in the world 
throughout their lives 

o To help students develop an international mindset alongside their awareness of their own 
nationality and culture 
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o To prepare students to become life-long learners 
 
To achieve these goals, Antelope View Charter School will implement recommendations 
outlined in (Caught in the Middle California Department of Education, 2001) which describes a 
standards-based education system that includes adherence to the school learning environment, 
assessment and accountability, curriculum and instruction to meet the needs of the “whole-
child,” and professional development and whole school leadership and support. 
 
The Antelope View Charter School curriculum will be aligned with the California State Content 
Standards. In addition to site-based classroom instruction in core curriculum provided by highly 
qualified teachers, students at Antelope View Charter School will have the opportunity to learn a 
language other than English and will develop an understanding and appreciation of humanities 
(Language Arts and Social Sciences) and analytical skills (Math and Science). 
 
 

School Mission, Vision and Goals 
 
Mission 

 
The mission of the Antelope View Charter School is to provide students, who are 

committed to active participation in the educational process, a personalized learning 

experience that will prepare them for meaningful participation in a global community, 

using innovative, data-driven instruction to develop citizenship and proficiency in the 

California Standards.  Students will graduate equipped with: 

 

• Core knowledge and skills as defined in the California State Standards. 

• Technological skills to function effectively in contemporary society and the workforce. 

• Personal skills needed to take a lifelong active part in the world. 

• An international mindset and awareness of personal nationality and culture. 

 

Vision 

While adherence to high academic standards is an important element of the Antelope View 
Charter School curriculum, we believe standards, by themselves, will not produce an “educated 
person” in the 21st century.  A learning environment that actively engages students in a 
challenging program that leads to academic success is crucial (Caught in the Middle California 
Department of Education, 2001). 
 
The world’s diverse population groups are merging economically and culturally into a global 
community.  The single career of our recent past is giving way to a lifelong portfolio of different 
occupations.  An educated person in the 21st Century now must possess an understanding of 
different cultures and societies, infuse literacy, effective communication skills, and technology 
into learning, and develop more resilient, adaptive, thoughtful, respectful approaches to the 
challenges of living in our complex world. 
 
We believe that students must have the understanding and personal skills necessary to take part 
in the world around them. Our students will respect the views, values and traditions of other

individuals and cultures, seeking and considering a range of points of view. This includes the 
development of an international mindset and as well as an awareness of their own nationality and 
culture. To that end, the Antelope View Charter School will develop and adopt curriculum that 
offers integrated instruction that has global relevance and importance. 
 
Goals 

o Students will acquire the academic skills necessary for success in middle school, high 
school, college, and adult employment. 

o Students will become self-motivated, competent, lifelong learners. 

o Students will acquire the subject knowledge, skills and understandings they need to 
become aware of the world around them. 

o Students will acquire the personal skills they need to take an active part in the world 
throughout their lives. 

o Students will develop an international mindset in addition to an awareness of their own 
nationality and culture. 

o Students will communicate proficiently in speaking, listening, reading and writing. 

o Students will utilize technology as a tool for gathering, synthesizing, and communicating 
information. 

 
Educational Philosophy: 
 

Whom is the School attempting to educate? 

The School is targeting any student residing in Sacramento and Placer County who has an 
interest in attending a small school with a commitment to academic excellence provided by 
combining site-based instruction with home based independent study in a personalized learning 
program. 
 
Antelope View Charter School staff believes that all students can achieve high standards even 
though they may come to the learning environment with different strengths, needs, and life 
experiences and that all students should be given the opportunity to engage in a rigorous 
curriculum. Therefore, the School is especially targeting those families who are eligible for the 
federal free and reduced lunch program and in which neither parent/guardian graduated from a 
four-year college or university. 
 

How does learning best occur? 

The School believes the following tenets are the basis of a strong educational program: 
o Learning should reflect respect for the past but should also be of help to them in their 

future lives. 
o Learning must respond to current and future personal needs, future career needs and the 

challenges of participating meaningfully in the varied societies and cultural groups in 
which students are likely to play a part. 

o Learning occurs best when it is active in the sense that students must engage through

metacognition. This means that learning which is relevant to the future must be placed in 
a context that is meaningful in the present and that students take responsibility for their 
own learning;  thoughtfully organizing learning activities and developing goals for 
learning that reflect a backward map derived from a vision of their own  future. 

o Students need to share responsibility for their learning with teachers, parents and peers. 
The proportion of responsibility each student bears will depend on the age and 
characteristics of the student. Nevertheless, learning must be constructed in such a way 
that, by the end of the middle school years, students begin to see and experience the 
potential for taking responsibility for their own learning. 

o Parents/Guardians must understand the mission of the school and the standards that their 
students are expected to achieve under the model of the Academic Triangle (Exhibit C). 
They must actively assist their student in learning the standards and be engaged in the 
learning environment and activities of the school. 

 
Antelope View Charter School staff recognizes that a 
coordinated curriculum requires careful attention to 
ensure that grade-level standards are met. Additionally, 
we believe that our program must be regularly evaluated 
for effectiveness.  
 

In order to achieve school-wide learning goals and to integrate the additional components of the 
school’s educational program (Humanities and Analytical Studies), a research-based 
instructional design and method will be employed by the School.  The method, known as 
Backward Design, is an instructional theory currently being employed in reform efforts across 
the nation.  Originally published in “Understanding by Design,” by Grant Wiggins and Jay 
McTighe, this process of instructional planning provides teachers with a systematic method for 
aligning standards, assessment, and instruction. 
 
This process guides teachers in planning instruction which starts with the desired results (goals 
or standards) – curriculum is derived from the evidence of learning (performances) called for by 
the standard and instruction targets competencies that will equip students to perform.  Teachers 
at Antelope View Charter School participate, each summer, in training to explore and further 
develop competency using this method.  Staffs participate in follow-up training throughout the 
school year, meeting each Friday to collaborate and develop capacity.  During this ongoing 
collaborative academic work, the staff continues to refine a comprehensive standards-based 
curriculum. Grade-level and inter-grade-level teams work together to ensure a school-wide 
sequential standards-based curriculum. 
 
Non-Residents of Center Unified School District 

Students who do not reside in the Center Unified School District and who seek to attend 
Antelope View Charter School enroll or attend as voluntary participants and may opt to remain 
in the Antelope View Charter School or return to their district of residence.  Voluntary 
enrollment at Antelope View Charter School does not imply the condition of Inter-district 
Transfer for such students. 

 
 

IMPLEMENTATION OF 
EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM 
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Characteristics of the Program 

The Antelope View Charter School is not chartered as a traditional comprehensive secondary 
school program.  The school offers a personalized learning experience. This program includes a 
unique blend of small group and limited individual instruction complemented by parent directed 
home-teaching.  Commitment to self-directed participation and the ability to work independently 
are key requirements for both students and parents in order for this program to provide a 
complete educational experience.  This flexible, personalized, student-centered approach to 
learning can be of benefit to all students including students with special needs, depending on 
individual student needs and interests and parent support. 

 

Procedures for Enrolling Students 

 

ntelope View Charter School makes use of the following procedures to enroll 
students:  All students, including students with disabilities, in order to enroll as a 
regularly attending student capable of benefiting from a personalized learning program 

will meet specific academic criteria as well as agreeing to specific elements of participation. 
 

Eligibility Criterion for All Student Admissions 

The Antelope View Charter School is designed to serve students in Middle School and High 
School (grades 6-12) with site-based direct instruction provided by credentialed teachers, and 
home-based instruction provided by parents. 

 

Minimum Academic Proficiency Requirements for All Students 

All students, including students with disabilities, in order to enroll as a regularly attending 
student capable of benefiting from a personalized learning program will meet the following 
academic criteria: 

a. Demonstrate, on a standard assessment, the ability to read and write with 
comfortable fluency and comprehension at a minimum 4th grade California 
Standards level in English. 

b. Demonstrate, on a standard assessment, the ability to solve basic calculations 
using the operations of addition, subtraction and multiplication and division at a 
minimum 4th grade California Standards level. 

 
Minimum Student and Parent/Guardian Participation for All Students 

All students, including students with disabilities, in order to enroll as a regularly attending 
student at Antelope View Charter School will agree to the following participation guidelines: 

c. Attend and participate, according to teacher established general guidelines 
designed to promote engaged learning, prescribed courses and resources offered 
on-site amounting to a minimum of 20% of a student course schedule. 

1. Students will attendance and participate in assigned scheduled tutorial 
support meetings and group instruction. 

d. Participation in assessment programs required by the state of California, and 
Antelope View Charter School. 

A 
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e. Participate independently with direct parent support, according to 
school/teacher/parent established general guidelines designed to promote engaged 
learning, prescribed courses and resources offered on-site amounting to not more 
than 80% of a student course schedule. 

1. Students will participation in at least five hours, daily, of parent-directed 
or teacher-directed instruction. 

 
Intake Process for All Students 

All students, including students with disabilities, who apply for trial enrollment at Antelope 
View Charter School, will participate in an in-take process that is designed to provide students 
and parents with an opportunity to make an informed decision about the likelihood that the 
program offered at the Antelope View Charter School will meet the student’s needs and interests. 
 
Intake Paperwork Requirements for All Students 

All students seeking a trial enrollment at Antelope View Charter School may experience a delay 
after the initial date of application to allow for records transfer. 
 
In addition to completing an application for trial enrollment at Antelope View Charter School, all 
students will be required to submit the following information: 

• Drop-Slip from previous school 
• Immunization Records 
• Release for student cumulative file 
• Transcripts of previously completed course work 
• SARB document if applicable 
• Expulsion and suspension records if applicable 
• Current Individualized Education Plan (IEP) if applicable 
• Current 504 Plan (if applicable) and medical documentation or psychological evaluation 

describing the condition(s) causing a student to be disabled and eligible for a 504 Plan. 
 

Obtaining Records for All Students 

Records will be ordered and information verified via phone contact with a previous school or 
district of attendance for all students.  The registrar for Antelope View Charter School will order 
cumulative records for all students attempting to enroll. 
 
Intake Support for Students with Disabilities 

All students, including students with disabilities, seeking a trial enrollment at Antelope View 
Charter School may experience a delay after the initial date of application to allow for records 
transfer. 
 
In addition to completing an application for trial enrollment at Antelope View Charter School, all 
students, including students with disabilities, will be required to submit the same documents as 
other students. 

 
Obtaining Records for Students with Disabilities 

If it is reported or suspected that a student is currently receiving or has received special education 
services in the past, Individual Education Plan (IEP) documents will be requested from the 
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school or district of previous attendance and will be considered along with any other relevant 
information at an in-take meeting. 
 
While it is helpful if parents of students with disabilities are able to provide copies of special 
education records and a current IEP, the in-take team can not meet until verification of current 
services and student needs are provided by the last school of attendance. 
Records will be ordered and information verified via phone contact with a previous school or 
district of attendance for all students, including students with disabilities. 
 
The registrar for Antelope View Charter School will order cumulative records for all students 
attempting to enroll. 
 
The Resource Specialist will request faxed copies of the most current IEP and psychological 
evaluation to help the in-take team review student needs. 
 
A representative from CUSD Special Education Services will order confidential records when 
notified that a student with special needs is applying for enrollment. 

 
Providing Information to Parents and Students 

Group Orientation will provide information to all parents and students. 
 
Intake Team Meeting for students with special needs: 
 

• Members of the initial intake meeting: 1) school administrator responsible for overseeing 
special education services at Antelope View Charter School, 2) parent, 3) student, 4) 
guidance counselor. 

 
• This meeting will expand on basic information presented to a group in an Orientation 

Meeting and allow parents and students privacy to ask questions about services for 
students with special needs. 

 
• In this meeting, parents will have an opportunity to ask questions so that they fully 

understand the model of special services delivery at Antelope View Charter School. 
 

• In this meeting, the school team will have an opportunity to review IEP documents and to 
meet the student in order to better understand student needs and describe how this 
program might meet those needs. 

 
30 Day Trial Enrollment for All Students: 

All students who apply for enrollment at Antelope View Charter School first participate in a 30 
day trial experience.  During the trial enrollment all students must demonstrate an ability and 
commitment to make use of the program at Antelope View Charter School in order to continue 
as regularly enrolled students in the program. 
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Continued Enrollment 

Upon completion of a 30 day trial term of enrollment all students who demonstrate the ability 
and commitment to participate according to expectations in the program at Antelope View 
Charter School will be continued as regularly enrolled students. 
 
A student who does not appear to benefit from or to be committed to full participation in the 
Antelope View Charter School program will not be recommended for continued enrollment as a 
regularly attending student. 
A student who appears to benefit from and to be committed to full participation in the Antelope 
View Charter School program will be recommended for continued enrollment as a regularly 
attending student. 
 

Students with Disabilities 
 

ome children arrive at school with disabilities that affect their participation in educational 
program. Sometimes, these disabilities are known; sometimes they remain hidden until a 
parent or teacher raises a concern.  When a student is believed to have a disability, 

Antelope View Charter School, like any public school, initiates the procedures established by the 
Local Education Agency, Center Unified School District, to identify and refer the student for 
evaluation in a timely manner.  Special Education Services makes use of the same procedures to 
enroll all students, including students who are known to have a disability into Antelope View 
Charter School.  

 

30 Day Trial Enrollment for Students with Disabilities: 

All students, including students with disabilities, who apply for enrollment at Antelope View 
Charter School, first participate in a 30 day trial experience.  During the trial enrollment all 
students, including students with disabilities, must demonstrate an ability and commitment to 
make use of the program at Antelope View Charter School in order to continue as regularly 
enrolled students in the program. 

 
Students Served by Special Education – Interim IEP: 

For students served by special education, an Interim IEP Meeting will be coordinated by the 
Resource Specialist and a notice will be delivered via mail to the 1.) Student and parent(s), 2.) 
Representative(s) of the Local Education Agency (LEA) from the district in which the student 
resides.  The date and time of the Interim IEP Meeting will be coordinated by the Resource 
Specialist. 
 
The Interim IEP developed at Antelope View Charter School will include: 

• Feedback and recommendations documented in the current IEP and/or as provided by a 
representative of the LEA from the district in which the student resides, 

• The established goals and objectives of a prospective student’s active IEP unless the IEP 
team agrees that those goals and objectives are no longer appropriate, or

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• Newly developed goals for a student whose most recent IEP has expired or whose current 
IEP goals have been deemed no longer appropriate by the IEP team. 

• A date for review of the Interim IEP will be scheduled not later than 30 days from the 
date of the Interim IEP. 

 

Continued Enrollment for Students with Disabilities – Intake Review Team: 
Upon completion of a 30 day trial term of enrollment, all students, including students with 
disabilities, who demonstrate the ability and commitment to participate according to expectations 
in the program at Antelope View Charter School, will participate in an Intake Review Team 
meeting to complete regular enrollment paperwork. 
 
The Intake Review Team will include: the parent(s), the student, a general education teacher, a 
special education teacher if applicable, and an administrative representative from Antelope View 
Charter School. 
 
A student who does not appear to benefit from or to be committed to full participation in the 
Antelope View Charter School program will not be enrolled as a regularly attending student. 
 
A student who appears to benefit from and to be committed to full participation in the Antelope 
View Charter School program will be enrolled as a regularly attending student. 
 
Interim IEP Review: 
Students served by Special Education with an Interim IEP will participate in a Review IEP 
Meeting in order to allow the team of individuals who know the student to develop an Annual 
IEP. 

• At the Review IEP Meeting, previous and newly collected data and anecdotal information 
will be considered by a team to recommend appropriate services and develop new annual 
goals and objectives. 

• The IEP team will include: the parent(s), the student, a special education teacher, a 
general education teacher, an administrative representative from Antelope View Charter 
School.  A representative from the Local Education Agency (LEA) that has primary 
responsibility for the education of the student based on the student’s home residence will 
be invited and has the option to attend the meeting. 

• If any required member of the team can not be present for the meeting, this person can be 
included via phone conference call. 

• Special effort, including the following, will be made to include the Local Education 
Agency (LEA) that retains responsibility for the education of the student based on the 
student’s home residence: 

o Meeting notice by mail, and 
o Ordering student confidential file. 
o Some students participating in the 30 day trial program at Antelope View Charter 

School with the support of special education services may not appear able to 
benefit from or be committed to participate in the program.  The IEP team will 
recommend that such students remain in their district of residence and will not 
recommend that the student be continued as a regularly enrolled student in the 
Antelope View Charter School.

• Students participating in the program at Antelope View Charter School with the support 
of special education services who appear able to benefit from and to be committed to 
participate in the program will be recommend for continued enrollment in the Antelope 
View Charter School, the IEP team will develop a new IEP offering services and 
describing a program of individualized education for the coming year. 

 

Participation Policies and Procedures 

ntelope View Charter School makes use of the following procedures and practices when 
providing educational program to students: 
 

 
Antelope View Charter School has established the following procedures and practices 
when providing an educational program to students: enrollment is contingent on student 
academic performance, observance of a Code of Conduct, and participation.  Failure to observe 
the guidelines in this handbook will result in a corrective processes and subsequent consideration 
for dismissal. 

 
Academics 

Students and parents are expected to invest the time and effort necessary to take advantage of the 
school program.  All learning activities will be designed to support student success.  Students, 
parents, teachers and school support staff will be held accountable for achieving standards based 
educational results for each student and must follow the prescription of the Personalized 
Learning Plan.  Families must have one reliable point of contact (phone) and return phone calls 
in a reasonable time frame. 
 
A minimum 2.0 Grade Point Average must be maintained in order for students to remain in the 
program.  All necessary support will be provided to each student in order that minimum 
academic performance expectations can be met.  All students must be enrolled in core academics 
including math, science, language arts and social studies. 

 
Conduct 

Students are expected to observe guidelines in a published Code of Conduct, including 
guidelines related to the wearing of a picture ID badge, appropriate attire, contraband items, 
responsible use of the facility and technology, and pro-social interaction. 
 
Parents and other family members who participate in providing instruction or collaboration with 
AVCS staff are expected to observe guidelines in a published Code of Conduct, including 
guidelines related to pro-social interaction. 

 
Attendance and Preparedness 

Students will arrive punctually and ready to learn, to all meetings or classes and bring requisite 
materials, assignments, and documentation.  Failure to adhere to meeting attendance and 
preparedness standards will affect student grades and credits and may affect a student’s 
continued enrollment in AVCS.  

A 
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1. Students will adhere to a schedule of meetings with a consulting credentialed teacher 

to be held at least once per week.   
a. Cancellation of any meeting must be made with the consulting teacher 24 hours in 

advance (at least 1 hour in advance in the case of illness).   
b. Alternative times must be established within five calendar days to make up any 

missed meetings.   
c. A Learning Log that tracks student time spent completing independent work each of 

the days of the previous week will be due to the consulting teacher at each weekly 
meeting. 

d. Failure to complete 100% of all meetings with a consulting teacher may result in 
student probation and consideration for dismissal.  

 
2. Students will attend scheduled site-based classes.  It may not be possible to make up 

absences from scheduled classes.  Absences may affect the final grade. 
a. Students who have an unexcused absence will receive a warning.  Three warnings for 

any violation of the agreements will result in a student being placed on probation. 
b. Students may not elect to exchange a site-based class for an independent study option 

to complete the class once enrolled without approval from the Director and counselor. 
c. Changes cannot be made in student schedules after the published deadlines, typically 

at the halfway point in a semester. 
 
3. Students will adhere to a schedule of meetings with assigned tutors.   

a. Students are responsible to confirm in advance, meetings with tutors and to verify 
attendance at tutorial meetings with the consulting teacher.  

i. Cancellation of any meeting must be made with the tutor 24 hours in advance 
(at least 1 hour in advance in the case of illness).  Alternative times must be 
established within 5 days to make up meetings. 

ii. Students are responsible to communicate such cancellations or changes in 
tutorial meeting arrangements to the consulting teacher.   

b. Failure to complete 100% of all meetings with a tutor or other supplementary services 
provider will affect the final grades in related courses and may result in student 
probation and consideration for dismissal.  

 
4. Students will participate in assessment.  Students are expected to participate in assessment 

required by the state of California and AVCS.   These activities often require additional 
meetings to be designated by the school or the teacher and will require that parents transport 
students to the school for the assessment. 

a. Students are required to participate in teacher-made tests or assignments that assess 
student progress in course work/mastery of California State Standards. 

b. Students are required to keep a binder of work to document their progress. 
c. Students are required to participate in systematic whole school assessment of student 

achievement in order to evaluate the effectiveness of the program in meeting student 
needs and plan for program or curriculum improvements. 
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d. Students are required to participate with Center Unified School District to assess all 
students with Physical Fitness Testing, and the CAHSEE (California High School 
Exit Exam). 

e. Students are required to participate with Center Unified School District to assess all 
students according to STAR (Standardized Testing and Reporting) requirements. 

 
5. Parent Support and Participation:  

a. Parents are required to support and supervise students to complete five (5) hours, 
daily, of instruction. 

b. Parents are required to sign-off on the Learning Log to verify student use of time to 
study and complete school work. 

c. Parents are required to supervise the maintenance of student binders with completed 
school work organized by content area and in chronological order to include the 
following. 

i. Assignments and documentation of work completed (i.e. activities to earn 
Physical Education credit, etc.) 

ii. Projects or project descriptions 
iii. Assessment results as provided by the teacher to the student 

d. Parents are expected to support their student to be prepared for classes. 
e. Parents are required to meet with the consulting teacher or tutor to discuss student 

progress and to sign required weekly/monthly documentation. 
f. When occasional illness requires changes in a schedule parents are expected to give 

24 hr notice if possible or to call the morning of the appointment and to establish an 
alternative meeting time within five calendar days. 

g. Parents must deliver students within 10 minutes of before a class or appointment and 
should pick-up students within 10 minutes after a class or appointment. 

i. Students who come to school unescorted by parents are expected to go 
directly from home to school and to return directly home. 

h. Parents are expected to help their student remember to wear a picture ID badge when 
coming to school. 

 
Reimbursement for Expenses – Student Budget 
Each student has a school year curriculum budget of 250 credits. Capped at 25 credits per 
month enrolled, these credits are pro-rated depending on the enrollment date. Credits will be 
allowed for academic expenses only, no supplies. Reimbursements will be made after 
completion of each month of attendance.   Submit the reimbursement form with original 
receipt and proof of payment.  Should you have any questions or concerns about allowable 
expenses, please feel free to call the Accounts Management Technician at 338-6358. 

 

Restrictions to the Curriculum Allowance 

• All services must correlate to the Master Agreement and Monthly Goals and 
Verification Sheet.  

o Students will not be reimbursed for expenses related to a course on 
their Master Agreement that is not a required course.  (i.e. if a student 
has satisfied the requirement for Visual and Performing Arts or for 
Physical Education, it is permissible to take another class in these 
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areas for credit, but students will not be reimbursed for expenses 
related to classes taken after the requirement is fulfilled.) 

• The cut-off date for reimbursements is the 1st week in May each year. 
• Only half of the curriculum allowance may be spent each semester. 
• Unused credits will not be carried over from semester to semester. 
• Reimbursements will not be made for expenditures exceeding $25.00/month. 
• AVCS takes no responsibility for financial contracts in which parents engage 

without prior authorization. 
• The parent is responsible for all materials checked out from or belonging to 

AVCS and will be responsible for payment of any lost or damaged books 
and materials. 

• All supplies remain the property of AVCS.   
 

Student Probationary Procedures 
• Antelope View Charter School policies and practices are designed to support student 

achievement and continued attendance in the school program.  Students who do not fully 
participate in the program are provided an individualized support plan as part of a 
probationary process. 

• Students who are not able or willing to make use of support to participate according to 
school criteria will be dismissed from voluntary enrollment in the Antelope View Charter 
School. 

 

Student Withdrawal Procedures 

• Students enroll in the Antelope View Charter School on a voluntary basis and may 
withdraw from the program at will. 

• Parents are responsible to contact school administration to communicate their intent to 
withdraw their student. 

• Parents are responsible to return all textbooks and learning materials. 
• The Antelope View Charter School will provide the parent with a formal withdrawal 

document and an exit survey. 
• Records will be forwarded to a receiving educational agency upon written request from 

the school or district in which the student enrolls after withdrawal from Antelope View 
Charter School.
